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Murder Charge Filed Against Oxnard Man 

 
VENTURA, Calif. – Ventura County District Attorney Erik Nasarenko announced today that Hugo 

Quebrado (DOB 02/04/01), of Oxnard, appeared for arraignment on February 8, 2024, in the 

Ventura County Superior Court on one felony count of murder, with a special allegation that he 

personally and intentionally discharged a firearm causing the victim’s death, and one count of 

possessing a firearm as a prohibited person.  

Quebrado was arrested by the Oxnard Police Department on February 6, 2024, after a lengthy 

investigation. Quebrado is accused of shooting and killing Ronald Apodaca shortly after 10:00 p.m. 

on October 22, 2022. The shooting occurred in the 300 block of Cuesta Del Mar in Oxnard.   

Quebrado is scheduled to make his next court appearance on March 7, 2024, at 1:30 p.m. in 

courtroom 13 of the Ventura County Superior Court. He is currently in custody with a no bail 

setting.
